No competitor parking at the Start or finish areas
There is free car parking at the village hall and adjacent shopping car parks.
The finish Timekeeper on the day will be Mike Pridmore-Wood
The course we will be using is the K1/11course there is a Strava segment shown 
below
The onus is on the competitor to know the course, however the course will be sign 
posted & marshalled at all turns
All competitors aged 18 or under MUST wear a HARD shell helmet
All competitors over the age of 18 are STRONGLY advised to wear a helmet
All competitors MUST start the event with a WORKING rear light. It is 
recommended that a front white flashing light is also used.
Please no more than 3 riders at the starting point at any one time
Please clear the finish area immediately after your cross the finish and make no U 
turns either there or at the start.
Competitors MUST sign OUT (returning their race number) after their ride or they 
will be recorded as a DNF
There will be no prize presentation and no prizes will be distributed on the day, but 
will be forwarded either by cheque or bacs. The race results will be entered onto 
the CTT web site as soon as possible after the event.
Prizes will be at the discretion of the organisers, depending on the number of 
entries in each category.
There will be no refreshments provided, so please bring your own.  Please also 
make yourself aware of the event covid risk assessment, particularly with regards 



to no socialising before or after the event; wearing of masks when signing in and 
signing out; bringing your own pen to sign and your own safety pins.
 Additionally and most importantly, please do not attend this event if you have 
tested positive for Covid 19 in the last 14 days, or if you are showing symptoms on 
the days leading up to or on the day of the event.
